The How 
The National Curriculum for Design and Technology is taught at Welland Academy
1. Teachers should use the DT long term plan to identify what the unit of learning will focus on. 
KS1 - mechanisms, structures, food and textiles 
KS2 - mechanical systems, electrical systems, structures, food, textiles, control and CAD (computer aided design) 
2. Unit overviews must be written for each unit. These will identify the something, for someone, for some purpose.
3. Unit of learning will be planned in and should include the four-part structure: investigate, design, create, evaluate-Links to previous units/learning must be made 
4. Vocabulary must be identified and taught
5. Short term planning and lessons will be added to the Class Notebook
